Materials have included Beth Moore studies, Precepts studies with Kay Arthur, Anne Graham Lotz material and 100 Bible Verses Everyone Should Know.
Wednesday Weekly Study:  A gathering of women meet each Wednesday night from 6:45 – 8:15 PM in the church nursery for a time to connect, visit and discuss God’s Word.  Recently the text, The Choice is Yours, by Terrie Chappel was used as the study guide.
Thursday Monthly Event:  Once a month ladies gather for a fun evening of crafts, snacks, activities, learning and prayer.  The mood is causal and the goal is to get to know one another better.  There is always something to learn about health, nutrition, missions or crafts.  A time in prayer for International Workers is an important part of this monthly meeting.

Missions
Annual Conferences:  We are privileged to host International Workers at our church from time to time throughout the year.  These events are scheduled in concert with International Workers’ time in the States.  We hear updates and reports about work around the world.  The work is always gospel centered and includes humanitarian efforts, church planting, evangelism and building projects.
Short Term Trips:  Occasionally adults from Northview have the opportunity to travel and join International Workers in various places around the world.  These trips are for work projects or ministry service.  Past trips have been to Burkina Faso, West Africa, Thailand, South Dakota, Kenya, and South Carolina.   
Partnership with International Workers:  We generously support with prayer and financial gifts the International Workers throughout the world.  There are about 800 workers who are included in the Great Commision Ministry of the C&MA and Northview donates over $65,000 each year to this fund.  Additionally we give about $20,000 annually to local and regional ministries.
Discipleship:  The call to follow Jesus means that we are life long learners.  Through small group studies, an exhaustive Christian library, access to conferences and leadership development, we offer many ways to grow in your walk with Christ.
Personal Appointments:  Our Pastoral staff, Christian Education leaders and Elder group is available to meet for discipleship and personal growth.
Small Groups
At Northview we value and celebrate growth; personal growth, spiritual growth and relational growth.  One vehicle for growth to happen is in the context of Small Groups.
